Starlight Symphony Orchestra Receives Grant from the Wimberley Community Fund
Once again, the Wimberley Community Fund has favored the Starlight Symphony Orchestra with a very generous grant to cover the bulk of the orchestra’s sheet music expense for the upcoming season.  The $2,000 donation is the third time in as many years that the Wimberley Community Fund has provided funding to the orchestra.

The SSO is a 55 piece, multi-generational regional orchestra that provides playing opportunities for musicians of all ages.  In addition to presenting wonderful musical programming to our audiences throughout Central Texas, the orchestra serves as a vehicle for young aspiring musicians to showcase their talents.  Four free concert programs (a total of eight performances) are presented each season. Under the direction of Dr. Donald Miller, the orchestra’s musical director and conductor, the initial concert for the coming season takes place Saturday, October 23, 7:30 pm at the First Baptist Church in Wimberley and Sunday, October 24, 4:00 pm at the Sunset Canyon Baptist Church, Hwy 290 east of Dripping Springs.  The season continues with the Holiday Concert in December, the Young Artists Showcase in early March and wraps up with the annual Pops Concert in May.
The SSO operates independently in cooperation with the Wimberley Players under their 501(c) 3 non-profit charter for education and the arts.  Visit www.starlightsymphony.org for more information.
